m Searching, borrowing, returning of the Library’s items
« Search for the item in the virtual library (virtualibibliotekavu.lt/en). Note the reading room it is kept in and its call number (for example, Communication Reading Room and 028/Au14).

« ltems marked with green stickers can be borrowed using self-service facilities. Please note that the loan period may vary between one day and half a year. Books with one month loan period can be renewed by users themselves via "My account”
in the virtual library.

« Textbook Collection. The collection situated in the 2nd basement floor (-2) at the SCIC is open from 8:00 to 18:00. All items (even without green stickers) can be loaned for the entire semester. Iltems should be borrowed using self-service facilities
located by the entrance.

@ Log on to the Library’s computers

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= Wireless network

f1 Copying, printing

<f Booking of study spaces
Individual study spaces and rooms for group work can be booked only by the members of VU community. This can be done via rezervacijos.biblioteka.vu.lt/en/. All users can rent out Seminar rooms for a certain fee.
@ Rest areas

Zones designated for conversations and phone calls: lounge, cafeteria, rooms for group work. We would kindly ask to observe silence in the reading rooms.

@ Food policy
In reading rooms (except Special Collections reading rooms) users are allowed to drink non-alcoholic beverages and eat light snacks, though they cannot take big meals which emit odours and/or require cutlery. Such meals can be taken in the
Café or Lounge which are supplied with microwaves.
